In the race to the moon, whe came in first?

You might say the answer is Neil Amstrong, Buce Aldrin, and Michael Collins, the crew of Apollo 11,
Or vou could represent for the crew of Apalls 10, which reached the moen in May 1969 and then headed
back to Earth without landing.

But there is a much stranger answer 1o this question depenling on how much you care absouit
humans and what vour definition ( 5 i) of reaching the moon might be. Before any people armived at the
meon , other aninals had got there first.
